November is national diabetes month. The bulletin board in the fellowship hall is currently
& being updated to current trends on; types of diabetes, signs and symptoms, medications,

(@ risk factors and dietary literature with handouts.

The following lists are signs and symptoms of diabetes that many people are familiar with, but also symptoms
that most people do not connect with diabetes.

TYPICAL SIGNS AND SYMPTOMS OF DIABETES: BLURRED VISION, HUNGER, THIRST, FREQUENT
URINATION, SUDDEN SWEATING, SHAKINESS, SLOW HEALING OF ANY SORES, FATIGUE,
OVERWEIGHT, AND SEDENTARY LIFESTYLE.

SYMPTOMS OF DIABETES THAT CAN BE OCCURING BEFORE DIAGNOSIS IS MADE: HEADACHES,
CHRONIC FATIGUE, INSOMNIA OR LESS THAN 5 HOURS OF SLEEP PER NIGHT, WEIGHTLOSS
WITHOUT DIETING, MOOD SWINGS, BRAIN FOG, BLURRED VISION, NAUSEA/VOMITING, HIGH
BLOOD PRESSURE, HIGH TRIGLYCERIDES, FREQUENT INFECTIONS.

If you notice any of these vague symptoms talk to your doctor: ask to have your blood sugar tested at
office visits and be sure full annual cholesterol labs are done. Risk factors such as family history, overweight
and sedentary lifestyle warrant closer monitoring for this serious chronic health disease.
