I don’t know if you ever read this column, but | hope you will today. Not because | think it offers all the

answers, but because | hope it gets you thinking prayerfully. The horrific mass shooting in Orlando calls for a
response, and Christians need to respond from our faith.

Jesus began his ministry with the declaration, “The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand;
repent and believe the gospel.” (Mark 1:15) He is talking to us. “Repent,” he commands, meaning turn
around, change your thinking, and “believe the gospel.” What is the gospel?

God is good and merciful, abounding in steadfast love.

Life is a gift, and God wills healthy, meaningful, abundant life for all
his beloved children — and God loves everyone, no exceptions.

Love for God AND love for neighbor (including foreigners and enemies)
is the essence of biblical Law.

Faithfulness is not about purity codes or worthiness contests. Faithfulness
is about humble surrender to the gracious saving love of God and
sacrificial neighbor love.

God’s love wins. It is more powerful than hate. It drives out fear. It
heals and transforms. It overcomes death.

Violence and hatred have no place in God’s kingdom, not even in response
to violence and hatred. (Look at Jesus on the cross.)

Through the power of God’s Spirit, we are called to witness to the
gospel through our faithful lives.

What stories from scripture inspire other affirmations of the gospel? How have you experienced the good
news of Jesus Christ in your life? In what ways has it turned you around and changed your way of thinking?

Responses to the tragedy in the Orlando nightclub have included loud insistent condemnations and
demonization of whole groups of people, as well as, fear mongering and calls for violent retaliation. None of
it is the gospel. Itis what we need to repent of, turn away from, change our minds about. After Jesus’
resurrection when he was gathered with his disciples, he told them, “You shall know the truth, and the truth
will set you free.” Friends, our Savior calls us to be agents of the truth and freedom. Pray the Holy Spirit will
empower our faithful witness in these difficult, contentious days — for love of God and neighbor.

w July 28" is World Hepatitis Awareness Day. There has been a vaccine for Hepatitis

A and Hepatitis B virus for many years.
Hepatitis A is usually associated with food-borne transmissions and spread thru fecal-

J}/._ .@ Hepatitis B is transmitted through exposure to infected blood or mucous. Most
’7)‘,\/ infections are transmitted by needle stick or sharing needles for blood sugar testing

devices.

Hepatitis C is a liver infection caused by HCV, a virus that attacks and destroys the liver. It is a blood borne
virus that is transmitted by sharing needles or other equipment to inject drugs, using unclean tattoo needles
or thru a break in skin or mucosa of mouth or genitals. With the increase in epidemic of Heroin addiction;
concern is for an increase in Hepatitis C. Presently there is no vaccine and newly developed medications to
treat virus are very expensive and many insurances do not cover the cost. It may take 6 months to 10 years
for people to develop symptoms and get the diagnosis of this serious chronic disease.

Symptoms of Hepatitis C: (feeling very tired, joint pain, abdominal pain, itchy skin, sore muscles,
dark urine and lastly to develop is yellowing of eyes and skin).

Hypertension is another chronic disease that does not have symptoms, hence called the “silent killer”. Just to
make sure your blood pressure is under control, stop at the blood pressure screening at Community Dinner,
Tuesday, June 28, 2016 from 4PM — 6:30PM and have it checked.

Lynn does a lot of
logistical work to enable the construction of schools and the transport of vital materials in a country with only four
paved roads and a rainy season that lasts in some areas for 9 months! Sharon works to help set up and train
teachers in church-related schools, which are most often the only schools up and running in the country. She
also works with peace and reconciliation efforts in a nation that has been at war for the past 50 years. As vital as
their work is, both believe that their best efforts include their friendship and faithful listening ears for the
community they serve and its leaders. We take for granted the freedom to criticize the government. In South
Sudan, people must be very careful and circumspect about expressing their concerns. Lynn and Sharon can
offer a safe, healing outlet for the expression of fear or frustration or anger.

HOPE is the most important point the Kandels wanted to make and leave us with on Sunday morning. They
shared several inspiring examples from their experience, like the young man, who just finished his training in
peace and reconciliation ministry, going home to his village torn apart by recent conflict. He was able to bring the
fighting parties together to find a better way forward and was so grateful for all he had learned through the
church.
